 WHEREAS, Baltimore County participated in a Critical Area mapping update

project with the State Critical Area Commission for the Chesapeake and Atlantic Coastal

Bays, the Maryland Department of Natural Resources, the Maryland Department of the

Environment, the Maryland Department of Information Technology, and Salisbury

University; and 

WHEREAS, the primary purpose of the mapping update project was to

incorporate the requirements of HB 1253, being also Chapter 119 of the 2008 Laws of

Maryland, namely that local jurisdictions amend their Chesapeake Bay Critical Area

boundaries for consistency with the current State-established boundaries; and 

 WHEREAS, public informational meetings regarding the mapping update process

were held in Baltimore County on May 21, 2012 and June 7, 2012; and 

WHEREAS, a State-determined digital shoreline, landward boundary of tidal

wetlands, and Critical Area boundary were transmitted to Baltimore County from the

Critical Area Commission for the Chesapeake and Atlantic Coastal Bays on January 8,

2013; and 
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WHERAS, the Official County Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Map Geodatabase

that was established during the mapping update project is intended to replace the

County’s existing Official Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Map and Modified Buffer Area

maps; and 

 WHEREAS, a public hearing on these proposed changes was held on July 28,

2015; now, therefore 

 
 SECTION 1.   BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF1 

BALTIMORE COUNTY, MARYLAND, that the Official Chesapeake Bay Critical Area2 

Map referred to in § 33-2-105 of the Baltimore County Code that was adopted by the3 

Baltimore County Council in 1998, and any amendments and revisions made thereto, is 4 

hereby repealed. 5 

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED that the Chesapeake Bay6 

Critical Area Modified Buffer Area Maps authorized by § 33-2-403 of the Baltimore7 

County Code that was adopted by the Department of Environmental Protection and8 

Sustainability in 1996, and any amendments and revisions made thereto, are hereby9 

repealed. 10
